Please download the App and get all the latest school information straight to your smartphone
and/or tablet. The App is the main part of our communication system and as we are trying to use less paper,

memos and messages will now appear on the app and not in paper form in your child’s school bag. That is why it
is vital that you have access to the school app as the main source of information.

P.E. Uniform:

Please ensure that all pupils adhere to the regulations for proper footwear and clothing for P.E. lessons. | would
ask that you make sure your child has a white polo shirt, black shorts, plain black jogging pants/tracksuit bottoms
and a change of gym slippers on their designated P.E. day. Predominantly black or white trainers ONLY should be
worn to school on PE days. Earrings are not permitted, except for children with pierced ears, who may wear studs
on those days when they do not have swimming or P.E. On swimming and P.E. days studs should not be worn.

Summer Uniform:

During next term (from 8™ April) it is acceptable to wear Summer Uniform:

Girls - red gingham dresses that may be worn with official Drumahoe sweatshirt or the standard grey
cardigan/jumper. White socks should also be worn.

Boys - white polo shirt that may be worn with official Drumahoe sweatshirt or the standard grey jumper (no need
for a tie). Grey shorts can also be worn as opposed to the grey school trousers.

Passport & Driving Applications:

A friendly reminder that due to the increasing number of requests to complete these applications and the
subsequent pressure on the admin staff in school, it was decided to levy an Administration Charge of £10.00 per
Application Form for this service. The money collected is deposited into the Kids Forum Fund which the Class
